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The Bachelor in French Literature degree is awarded by 
Sorbonne University in Paris and delivered by world-
class academics in Sorbonne University Abu Dhabi. It is an 
exclusive three-year programme that helps students to 
explore the literary world and gain technical knowledge of 
the French language while introducing different expression 
and communication techniques. It is oriented towards 
teaching, publishing, media and audiovisual.

The programme focuses on great classical but also modern and contemporary writers of French, Francophone and Foreign 
Literature. Importance is also extended to linguistics, rhetoric and the historical and geographical variety of the French language 
until its most recent evolution.

Admission requirements

To be eligible for this Bachelor’s degree, 
students must have the following:

• French Baccalaureate with a minimum final average of
12/20 or High School Diploma with a minimum 80%
average (or equivalent)*.

• French Aptitude Certificate: minimum score of B2 level
(accepted certificates: DU issued by Sorbonne University,
DELF, TEF, TCF and SELFEE). Students with a French
Baccalaureate are exempted from the language
proficiency exam**.

*Students not meeting this requirement may be accepted
following a review of high school subject results, supporting 
exams scores and a student’s personal statement.

**Students not meeting the required French Aptitude 
Certificate will be admitted conditionally in the programme, 
subject to passing a Foundation Programme in the French 
Language (French Intensive Course).
